                                            Regular Board Meeting Minutes

Board Members present:  Gabriel Siroit, Steve Bitker, Ken Hui, Theresa Rettinghouse,


Griff Neal, Jesus Romero, Monique McGovern, Ed Owens, Mark Villa, Maurice Gomez,


Ben Putterman, and William Lee. Quorum Present.

      Others Present: John Platt and Mike Dioquino. Meeting commenced at 7:40pm. 

Approval of January meeting minutes (Siroit):  The minutes were approved with one small 

revision: SoCal to SunCal.  Gabriel will add 2008 minutes and upcoming monthly minutes to 

ASC website for all members to read. 

PCA Class requirement: John Platt requested that all coaches U7 and above be 

required to take the PCA class.  He suggests holding one in May and another in August.  They

will be run by the Alameda Soccer Club and Jack London league. He would like to see the 

requirement enforced starting next Fall.  He will contact PCA to confirm previous registration

of coaches for soccer and other sports.   The Board voted and approved the Requirement.  


Registration – Spring:  Spring registration is open on Sportability with fees 

at $35 for returnees, $60 for new players. Registration will end on 3/13/09.   


Major League Soccer (MLS) update (Steve Bitker): 

1. Summer camps: (5 days for 2 weeks with 3 camps.) Steve spoke to Chris Seiwald.  

Chris said he didn't think that ARPD would mind if we worked directly with MLS

through Sportability. Steve will verify that MLS is responsible for insurance on Hornet 

field.  A motion was made and seconded and approved.  A request was made to increase 

ASC returned fees to at least $30.00 per player. 

2. Newton worked with more teams than any other previous Fall season with the 

majority of feedback being positive. Steve suggested an increase to 2 coaches for Fall

2009, with the 2nd being available to the select coaches. Gabriel suggested we hold the 

summer camps but hold back money for coaches training. 

3. Griff suggested we make a decision about the fall next month.  He will check to see if 

we have money for both MLS for the teams and coaches training.

Coordinator Reports: All Age Group Coordinators present had no report to give except 

U7,Jesus Romero and U16/U19 Steve Bitker. 

1. Jesus received email from Monique regarding the U8 Jamboree but notice 

was too short.  U6,U12 and U14 Coordinators not present. 

2. Jesus stated that coaches can check status on Sportability but Thu-Huong needs to open 

up access for age group coordinators. 

3. An electronic suggestion box will be set up on the website.  All emails will go to Jesus as 

volunteer coordinator. 

4. Steve stated that he will meet with Monique and Louise for age-coordination training soon. 

Field Coordinator (Gabe Longoria):

1. The Buzz wrote an article about the ASC in the Feb/March issue. 

2. The fields that will be available are: 

Harrington-M-Sun

Tillman-Tuesday and Thursday and Saturday and Sundays

Atlantic-M-Sun

Bayport-Tuesday and Thursday and Saturday and Sundays

Multi-Purpose- Sundays only

3. Gabe received a report from Jesus regarding an Alameda High School team using Hornet

field without a permit. Gabe forwarded the report to Brad Thomas at Alameda High School. 

Jesus determined that the gate position at Hornet can be re-adjusted so that the gate can be 

opened with the lock still closed. 

Equipment Coordinator (Maurice Gomez): Maurice has not received response from 

the Alameda Journal.  Ed suggested he contact the Alameda Sun and the Buzz.  

Select Teams Coordinator (Ben Putterman): Ben handed out a list of potential select 

coaches Ben, Jesus and Steve participated in interviews with several coaches to make the

final choices. The selection process was discussed and the Board approved the list.  The 

present list is based on age pure teams between U10-U14B and U10-U12G.  An ASC

representative will attend the tryouts to verify that there is enough players for all the age

groups. There is also another U11G coach available for a second team if needed. Ben will 

contact each coach to confirm the selection so that they can prepare for the tryouts and 

coordinate a free clinic before the try outs on March 7 and 8th.  Gabriel

suggested mentioning to select coaches that ASC may be able to provide a field for 

summer training. 

Sponsorship Coordinator position: Mike Dioquino was nominated as Sponsorship 

Coordinator. His nomination was seconded and, with Mike Dioquino present and consenting,

 the nomination was confirmed. 

School Representative: Mike stated that he will start working with Monique to make 

Spring soccer flyers to promote registration in the schools.  Monique will mail the flyer 

using the school district mailing list.  Ken Hui suggested the club also approach the

preschool kids for new U6 players.

ASC Treasurer report:  Griff is forming a group meeting with contacts from Alameda

Little league baseball, Lacrosse and Basketballs to find ways to cut costs.  The Little league

only spent $6,000 on trophies last year.  Griff would like to start competitive bidding.  Griff

suggests that coaches expenditures over $100 be approved by the board.  Gabriel said that 

select coaches are allowed $600.00 per year.  Griff is concerned about the costs ($22,000/yr) 

related to the ASC office.  He suggested using a p.o. box for mail and finding volunteers 

     within the Alameda business community to offer space for soccer registration.  

 
Referee Class: March 10th, 12th, 17th, 19th, 24th and 26th . Mark said he has had a few people 

contact him.  He will finalize the class list when there is enough interested to hold the class.  

Gabriel will fix the broken link to Sportability.

Jack London League Meeting report: Mark Villa attended.  

1. Bay Oaks requested money for their Outreach program to sponsor lower income players. 

    The Board approved one year for $50,000 but will review at a later date to verify that the 

    goal is met to reach the best players and to include lower income players. 

Jack London League Meeting report continued:

2. The Julie Foudy clinic is coming up, March 8: 9-12:15 at bladium. The league was 

      discussing the funding issues. 

3. U8 jamboree was held last weekend.

4.  Spring referee requirements:  Currently an adult referee needs

to complete 5 games per team.  Jack London is considering a $100.00 fine for the teams

that do not meet the requirement.  Jesus suggests asking the league to allow the junior 

referees games to meet the requirement.  Mark will take the suggestion back to the next 

meeting. 

5. Don Levine stated that the Spring season would start March 28 and last until May 17 

and if a team missed 2 games they would be dropped from the league.
