Approval of May meeting minutes (Siroit):  The minutes were approved.


Registration – Fall:  As of June 1st, 813 players have registered.  60% of last fall. 

       Sportability costs charges 5% of the fees but has 45-60 delay. 

       Major League Soccer (MLS) (Steve): Summer camp: 12 years+ camp changed to 4-7 pm.

U6 (Tom): 85 total, 8 teams

Subcommitte for research of Hornet field:  ASC will share the sublease with the City

of Alameda and receive 50% of the usage charges. 

Alameda Point-Piedmont contract: ARPD wants to see Alameda teams using the fields

75% due to water rationing.  They have asked ASC to help with the Piedmont contract

discussions for Alameda Point fields.  ASC representatives will meet with Piedmont

 later this week. 

Volunteer Coordinator (Jesus):  Jesus received interest from 6 new volunteers and 

referred them to the appropriate contact person.  Two new suggestions: 1. To receive the 

field game schedule earlier. 2. More referee coverage for U16 and U19 games.

      Equipment//Publicity Coordinator (Maurice):  He will determine equipment needs 

      for the Fall. He took inventory and will contact Thu Huong to get estimated number 

      of teams.  We may need to purchase spare nets for Hornet and Atlantic fields. // He emailed 

      the Alameda Journal which is moving to Contra costa and they did not get back to him.  The

      Alameda Buzz is willing to put ASC on their calender, but won't publish the scores.  Eric T. 

      from the Alameda Sun is excited about publishing the scores, but wants some background 

      history of  the ASC including pictures.  Gabriel suggested looking at the “About Us” section 

      on the ASC website. 

ASC Treasurer report: (Griff)  ASC is in the black.  Griff is still looking over past expenses

to see where money can be cut.  We paid less for photos and trophies but 4 times more for  

insurance than other local sports leagues and the current insurance company is not local. 

 The club is also paying 2 times the price for water compared to the baseball league.  Griff 

believes that access to fields will cost more starting this year due to city budget cuts.

 
Jack London League Meeting report: Mark Villa attended.  

1. Gophers complained that there is not enough ASC representation. The meeting is the 

3rd Wednesday of each month. 

2. Bay Oaks would like league representatives to attend their meetings. 

3.  JL wants to abolish the game card and use mysoccerleague.com to record scores.

4. There were a total of 140 spring teams.  90 team did not meet the referee requirement.

The new fee requirement was voted on as passed for the Fall season which requires 

that each team provide an adult center referee for 6 games or pay the fee listed below. 

 $100 for U10,U14 (first year U10 coaches are exempt), 

$150 for U16, U19 (may give 1.5 credits per game)

$200 for class 3 teams and $50.00 per game for Bay Oaks.  

5. Coaches courses: One E and one F class will be scheduled soon.

6. NorCal is a US club which runs tournaments. Teams are flighted higher as they

improve.  In the past only Bay Oaks teams were allowed to participate.  JL voted 

to allow 4 teams from Oakland to participate as a Class 1 team at the U16 and U19 

levels without the usual required tryouts.
