Approval of January meeting minutes (Siroit):  The minutes were not approved since no quorum 

was present. 

Fall picture Day: Gabriel will check with the Shooting Star representative to confirm a date in early October, possibly the 4th or 11th. 

Discussion and approval for disciplinary committee was postponed until the April meeting. 


Registration – Spring:  Thu-Huong reported that 479 players have registered so far compared to   
744 last year. The soccer office will be open on March 11 from 630-830pm.  Registration for spring 
will close on Friday, 3/13/09.   

Registration fees for Fall: Gabriel printed a list of fees for neighboring clubs.  Our fees are lower than the majority.  It was suggested that we increase our fees by $5.00 to cover the increase in fees to the Jack London league.  The board discussed charging “late” fees or a discount for early registration. The final fees will be voted on in April.  


Major League Soccer (MLS) update (Steve Bitker):  Steve was able to negotiate $30 to ASC


for each player that signs up for summer camp. 

Select Teams Coordinator (Ben Putterman): Ben was absent to finalize the select tryout 

schedule for this weekend, March 14 and 15. The schedule will be sent to the baseball coordinator to verify that there are not field conficts. 

Hornet Lease (Chris Seiwald): Chris reported on the revisions made to the Hornet Lease. 

1. The field will be available for soccer camps.  

2. We must allow the city to use Hornet when ASC is not using it.

3. ASC, as a group, can't oppose city activities in regards to Alameda Point fields. 

He suggests we sign the lease soon and he will make a list of items needed to be in compliance.  Since there was no quorum present, Gabriel will email all board members to obtain a vote on-line.
