Subcommitte for research of Hornet field:  was recommended and approved.  The 

committee will consist of Gabriel,Steve,Gabe, Tom and Griff and the group will report 

back to the main board. 

Volunteer Coordinator (Jesus): Jesus has been approved to send a email out to introduce 

the ASC website suggestion box. John Platt will not be PCA coordinator in the fall and Tracy Matcham will be moving out of the area so we will need  new photo and trophy coordinators.


Field Coordinator (Gabe Longoria): 

1. Gabe will update locks to Abus.  He has ordered 20 locks and 100 keys.  All parts of the


Abus locks can be replaced and locks can be pinned to be unique.

2. Gabe met with Mike Greening (Rockridge) regarding Hornet field and its usage. 

Publicity Coordinator (Maurice):  Ken gave Maurice fliers last year for Chipman and the 

preschools near Webster.  Jesus will take fliers to St. Philip Neri.  Monique will give the flier 

to the district office and to get approval and then it could be sent out electronically to all 

Alameda public and charter schools. Tom will take the flier to St. Joe's. Griff suggested 

talking to Eve Perlman who works for the Alameda Journal. 

School Representative: Monique proposed a Middle school soccer program because the 

sports funding has been cut from the schools. We discussed the proposal and the Board 

authorized $5,000 toward the program. Monique will take our offer to the schools and work 

up the specific details for the season.  

ASC Treasurer report: (Griff)  ASC has made $50,000 this year .  Expenses are down and 

Hornet field contract is still being negotiated. Griff restated that the club spends $8,000 a 

year for the current office space and storage and is open to alternate suggestions to save 

money. 

 
Referee Class (Mark): There will be a class in July, August and September. 

Jack London League Meeting report: Mark Villa attended.  

1. Two new registrars are splitting the job.

2. There was one disciplinary report filed on March 28 for a game at Oakport field. 

3. The Jack London website is being rebuilt. 

4. Julie Fowdy is advertised on the Jack London website. 

5. Piedmont is concerned with the referee fees.  It was a trial run in the spring.  In the 

fall a $100 fine will be requested of each team that does not provide a referee for 6 

games during the season. A fee will be charged to each team that does not fulfill the requirement.  First year U10 team will be excluded from the fee requirement. 

6. Alameda Point fields will re-open August 25th. Piedmont and Jack London are 


splitting the costs of the repairs.  Piedmont has had a lease for at least 10 years and 


will renew for another 5 years soon. Gabe will get a copy of the lease for Griff. 


7. Oakport field will be closed for renovation until the fall.
