September minutes were approved: with one revision “to remove the statement about

Coordinator Reports: 

U6 (Tom): He is encouraging U6 coaches to come to the end of the Fall season party.

U7(Jesus): Everything is going well.  The coaches continue to like playing 6v6.

U8 (Monique):  Everything is going well. 

U10 (Ed): games going well.

U12 : no report .

U14 (Louise): no report. 

U16/U19: (Steve): Everything is running smoothly. 

Volunteer coordinator (Jesus): He will send out an email tomorrow to announce the new ASC mailing address, the nominating committee and congratulate Keasha Martindill for agreeing to be the end of the season JL tournament coordinator.  He also suggests making a note on the ASC website to let coaches know when JL rules are changed.

Equipment coordinator (Maurice): 

1. He said that Berkeley has a field striping machine that uses 20 gallons of paint and a CO2 cartridge.  He thinks it may cost about $1000 and weigh 50 lbs.  The machine would lessen the time needed to stripe the fields and save on paint costs. A motion was made for Maurice to investigate the price,usage, and  maintenance information on a new machine and report back to the board.

2. The board agreed to donate soccer equipment to the Encinal HS teams. 

School representative (Monique): 

1. The Lincoln Middle School principal moved to Chipman middle school. The Physical Education dept. decided that there is enough soccer in Alameda and will postpone the Middle School soccer plan until next year.

2. The goals are still being left up and not anchored at Lincoln Middle School. ASC purchased the goals which are now being used by Bay Oaks. Gabe suggested filing a dangerous field report. 

Referee coordinator (Mark):  A complaint was filed against a referee for having a “bad attitude”.  The coaches may file a serious problem report.

Photos (Thu Huong): The photos are done and will be distributed to the age group coordinators to give to the coaches. The make-up photos taken yesterday will be mailed directly to the players. 

Sponsors (Thu Huong): Sweatshirts will be ready in 3 weeks.  

Trophies (Thu Huong): Younger ages are done.  The older age groups will be done by the end of the week. 

Field coordinator report (Gabe):

1. Mike Greening sent Gabe emails that the lining crew used for Oakland were overwhelmed so ASC would need to locate another crew.  Gabe chose Lucy Enterprises. 2. There was a discussion regarding considering playing all U7 and U8 games on Godfrey field on Saturdays and U6 on Sundays. Many feel that there would be too much traffic for the neighborhoods surrounding Godfrey.

3.If power if lost on Hornet field, the sprinkler programming goes into failsafe mode and the sprinklers turn on.  Gabriel had to turn off the sprinklers for practice. 

4. The Field Marshalls have been assigned for the tournament. ARPD is open to having non-Alameda teams play on the field for $45/hour. 

5. How many teams will continue to need a field for tournament practice in the winter months? Griff's team and ???

6. He has approved Hornet field for Nov 23 Encinal JV scrimmage and Dec 4 Encinal Varsity scrimmage.

7. St. Joes is now using multipurpose but will move to Rittler field soon.  They want to use ASC equipment.  Are we lining the fields?

8. Thursday Gabe is going to a Field Allocation meeting in Alameda.  One idea is to use funding to change the Encinal HS field and Thompson fields into all weather fields. 

9.  He will be going to another meeting December 10th at 4pm to discuss the amount of fields needed for the Spring season.  

Treasurer report (Griff): 

1. The insurance broker for Jack London did not forward the check to the insurance carrier's but ASC is covered.

2. The IRS is charging the club $2000 in late tax penalties for the last few years. 

3. Everything has been removed from the old office. The remaining cabinets are empty and the papers have been shredded. ASC will charge the Oakland soccer club (OSC) for trash removal.  OSC owes the landlord money and Griff will go to Jack London to request the needed funds. 

4. The safe in the basement is locked and Griff thinks that there might be important papers in the safe.  Jesus suggested checking with Tom Allen first before contacting a locksmith. 

ASC Nomination committee:  A motion to nominate Jesus Romero as chairperson, Gabriel Siroit and Ed Owens as the nominating committee was approved.  

Coaches/Referee soccer game: The Great divide game will be scheduled in December at Hornet field. 

Jack London Meeting report: (Gabe) 

1. All clubs voted no on the fee increase for the Bay Oaks scholarship.

2. Representatives from Tiburon and Livermore teams were present at the meeting to discuss the US soccer organization. 

3. There was an incident at the Hayward tournament. The teams were closely matched and the game went into overtime. Hayward players were putting pressure on a player from the Alameda team.  A parent from the Hayward team went on to the field and assaulted an Alameda player.  The Alameda coach, player and Hayward coach were all suspended. The ASC board discussed whether the Hayward club has the authority to enforce penalties.  It was agreed that since the Hayward club was holding a tournament, they did have the authority. A motion was made to prohibit Alameda team sfrom attending future Hayward tournaments based on the their conduct.  The motion was approved.
