Others present: Mike Lawrence – President of Bay Oaks. 


Meeting commenced at 7:40pm. 

Coordinator Reports: 

U6 (Tom): Everything is going well.  He will reschedule the XARA representative to come to a future ASC board meeting.  U6 could possibly try the new uniforms next Spring.

U7,8 (Jesus): The coaches loved the 6v6 change to the game policy. 

U10 (Ed): no report.

U12 : no report.

U14 (Louise): no report. 

U16/U19: (Steve): no report. 

Jack London player fees: (William Lee) We should discuss a refund to offset field costs.  Player fees includes field rental cost and we already have our fields. 

MLS clinics: Positive reports.  Raising about $2500. U10 and below age groups have been full.  Upper ages have been 50% full.  Need a checkout procedure. 

Bay Oaks additional scholarship request from JL teams: (Mike-Bay Oaks) Bay Oaks would like to coordinate with the Jack London (JL) clubs to form an outreach committee.  They feel that each club knows best how to reach out to its community to bring in the “best players” for each club for Bay Oaks. Bay Oaks is requesting an increase in JL per player fees to fund additional money to Bay Oaks scholarships for lower income families. Jack London would administer the fund. The current fee of $950 per player is spent on field expenses,scholarships and coaches fees.  Jack London has already approved $50,000 to Bay Oaks.  Jesus sent out an email out Oct 19, 2009 to request a vote from all board members so that Mark could vote for ASC at the next JL meeting. The electronic vote was tallied and the final vote on Oct 23, 2009 was Yes: 0 votes, No: 13 votes, Abstain: 1. 

ASC fields update: (Gabe) Montclair lost the Merritt College field since several players were recently injured due to the field's poor condition. Merritt College is closed for repairs.  Montclair is paying ARPD for the rental of Rittler field for 4 days this week.  There was discussion about the field lining crew. 

Alameda Point update: (Gabe) All Alameda city council members voted in favor to renew the Alameda Point lease to Piedmont for 3 years.  They also agreed that there will be no option for renewal and discussed whether ARPD will take over the lease at that time. The next Council meeting is November 12. The sports programs in Alameda are coming together to support ARPD and the planning begins now.  

ASC Nomination committee:  ASC needs to appoint the committee by the next meeting.  We need a minimum of three persons (Chair person and 2 others) to work with Jesus (Volunteer coordinator).

Vice President interim replacement:  Discussed John Cavalli but had no quorum to vote.  Jesus, as this month's lead board member, sent out an electronic email Oct 19, 2009 which included John's biography for the board to vote.  The vote was tallied and the final vote on Oct 23, 2009 was Yes: 12 votes, No: 2 votes. 

ASC End of the year Coaches/Referee party: Ed will check the Speiskammer restaurant for availability the week following Thanksgiving. 

 Jack London Meeting report: (Mark) 

1. Discussion for additional Bay Oaks Scholarship:  Rockridge against the class 3 and 4 teams funding Bay Oaks.  They would like to offer a scholarship for all players.  Mike Greening favors a general scholarship fund.  Mark will vote for ASC at next meeting. 

2. League changes:  Clippers are class 3 in NorCal league, not CYSA. 

3. Jack London tournament:  sign up in 2 weeks. Each club needs a representative to go to the tournament meetings.  The representative will organize the field marshalls.

4. Sept 26 – There was a problem on the field with the U10 boys select team.  One of the parents punched the Asst. Coach.  The parent has been suspended from attending the remaining practices or games by the zero tolerance level 2 policy. The discipline for the Asst coach for the verbal exchange before the punch has not been decided.  A new team was requested for the player and Ed Owens agreed to accept the player.  

5. Lease on the office space in Alameda: JL agreed that it did not need the office space.  

6. Discussion regarding Norcal matches: For teams to play within the NorCal league, the team must affiliate with US Soccer in conjunction with CYSA.
