Meeting commenced at 7:40pm. 

Motion to approve August (8-10-09)regular meeting minutes (Bitker):  The minutes 

were approved.

Motion to approve August (8-27-09)Extra meeting minutes (Bitker):  The minutes 

were approved.

Registration: (Thu Huong) Everyone who turned in a photo has received their player pass.  U7 has a waiting list.  

Fall sponsorship:  (Thu Huong) $325.00 per team.  She is considering sweatshirts for the players.  She received prices on crew and hooded and will email out photos of sample.  There are three colors to choose from: Grey, red or black. 

Coordinator Reports: 

U6 (Tom): all games played.

U7,8 (Jesus): Few games cancelled due to the weather. 

U10 (Ed): Few games cancelled. 

U12 : no report.

U14 (Louise):  no report. 

U16/U19: (Steve): no report. 

Volunteer (Jesus): We have lost our new sponsor coordinator.  She is volunteering her time for school functions. 

U6 Uniforms:(Tom) He would like to suggest new jerseys.  They are Internation Nations representing 15 countries.  He thinks they might be worn outside soccer. Each team would represent a country and the $15.00 per shirt could be added on to the registration fees. He brought some sample shirts. We could consider the change for next fall season. 

Field Striping: Five full sized fields and one small field were set up but Bayport was not used.  There are a range of sizes and many of the field were made larger than the 50 x 100 minimum size.  Gabriel and Maurice are measuring and writing down the sizes and will meet with Jorge soon to finalize the field sizes.  Don Levine said we have extra fields right now so it was suggested we look at the schedule to confirm which field needs to be striped. He will move the upper age teams off of Godfrey to allow for more U10  fields.  

U7/U8 policy change: Kevin Jordan (U8 coach) There are currently too many kids on each team so each child is getting less playing time on the field.  Too many kids on the side line causes disruptive sideline behavior which is distracting the coaches from the game.  Current policy states 5 vs 5.  Motion: to change to 6 vs 6 .  Approved.  Jesus will send an email to all of the coaches to notify them of the change.  The coaches will be given the choice to play 5 vs 5 or 6 vs 6 depending on how many players are present on game days. 

Select team scheduling: We discussed the amount of time offered to select teams for each practice.  It was confirmed that ASC policy does not specifically delegate 2 hours per practice session. ARPD also put 15 hour per week restriction on the fields. 


MLS Friday skills clinics: (Steve) It was agreed that the players need to register to limit the total number on the field and that the price would be $10.00 per clinic. 

Jack London Meeting report: (Mark) 

1.Jack London end of season tournament:  needs a coordinator from each club.

2. Bay Oaks is planning on holding a U8 academy in January. 

3. Request to change league's language on jersey color decision for games. Currently home team changes. 

4. Three Oakland soccer players were shot and the and $500 was approved by ?? and the Jack London league ??? voted to match to give a total of $1000 to the Oakland families. 

5. One U10 team asked to play with 14 players.  It was voted on and approved.  

6. Oakland is in the running for the 2018 World cup.  

Special thanks: to the New Zealander restaurant for sponsoring the U10B select team.

ASC Treasurer report: (Griff) : 

The office lease has expired so ASC is no paying month to month. Griff talked to MailBox etc  on Bay Farm.  They agreed to allow us 24 hour access to drop off mail and they will accept   deliveries for $25.00/month.  We can pay $120.00 to keep the basement storage at our current office or pay $60-$80 at a storage facility.  We would provide a new computer, most likely a laptop , printer,fax and high speed internet for the registrar. A stipend would be agreed on to pay for the electrical and other bills associated with the ASC owned computer. This would save the club $550.00 per month. Griff will check to see if Jack London will continue to use the current office space. The Boys and Girls club may be offering space in about 2 years. Motion: to close our current office was voted on and approved. 

Alameda Point:  A letter was written to Leslie Little confirming that ASC will work with Jack London to help Piedmon continue to carry the lease at Alameda Point.   Motion:  to endorse the letter was approved 8-3. Gabe says Leslie wants to make a recomendation to the City Council and the letter shows that we are working together and it supports the Jack London league. Chris Seiwald said that he thinks that if we ask Piedmont for field usage that they will accommodate us.
