· Annual General Members Meeting – Elections:

Ballots handed out by Election Committee (Mark Villa and Tom Allen). Mark Villa asked if there were any nominations from the floor. There were:

· Monique McGovern was nominated as School Representative. Her nomination was seconded and, with Ms. McGovern present and consenting, the nomination was confirmed.

· Ed Schriger was nominated as a Director At Large. President Siroit has a copy of an email from Ed confirming his consent. The nomination was confirmed

· Mike Dioquino was nominated as Sponsor Coordinator but we had no evidence of Mr. Dioquino’s consent so his nomination was not confirmed. 

· Louise Reed was nominated as U14G Coordinator. Her nomination was confirmed

· Gabriel Siroit was nominated as Coaching Coordinator and his nomination was confirmed.

General Board Meeting continued.

· Approval of November and December meetings minutes (Siroit): Meetings of both meeting were approved.

· ASC-AFD (Field Development Committee – Chris Seiwald): Mr. Seiwald began his report by announcing that the Hornet Lease would be renewed, without any payment. We need to agree to allow ARPD to use Hornet during any downtime and ASC would continue providing maintenance of the field. The latest SunCal proposal for a Sports Complex added soccer fields. They have changed the number of fields from 4 to 12 fields with Hornet staying. Chris feels that ASC should send a letter under board approval to the Alameda Journal supporting the 12-field element of the new proposal. Ed Owens suggested the board meet with the other Alameda sports groups so we don’t work at cross purposes for our sports needs in Alameda, especially Alameda Point. Chris indicated that he had made that attempt but was unsuccessful. A suggestion was made that Ed Owens take the lead on this issue and organize a meeting with the other groups as soon as possible in order to present a united front.

Motion made and seconded that the ASC Board send a letter to the AJ supporting the 12-field element of the SoCal proposal. Motion approved. Chris Seiwald provided sample wording but offered to have letter reviewed before sending.

· Registration – Spring (Thu-Huong): Thu-Huong wanted the board to confirm Spring registration fees for 2009. After some discussion, the board agreed to kept fees the same as last year, $35 for returnees, $60 for new players. Thu-Huong announced that Spring registration would begin on 2/18/09 and end on 3/13/09. Several board members indicated that the Spring season would begin on 3/28/09 and end on 5/16/09, but those dates have not been confirmed by JL yet.      

· Coordinator Reports: All Age Group Coordinators present had no report to give except the outgoing U8 Coordinator. Chris Seiwald thanked everyone for their help during his tenure. U12 Coordinator not present. Referee Coordinator, Mark Villa, announced that there would be an Alameda Referee Class in March 2009. Tentative dates are March 10th, 12th, 17th, 19th, 24th and 26th. Location TBD. He reminded everyone that for youth, the minimum age to attend is 14 years of age. He asked that the class be announced to the full Alameda soccer community as soon as possible.

· Field Coordinator (Gabe Longoria): Gabe said he is working with ARPD on which fields we will have for Spring 09. Right now it looks like Hornet, Atlantic 1 & 2, Harrington and Bayport. No Rittler yet and no Godfrey. Gabe was asked about the availability of LMS for practices and indicated that that field would remain with Bay Oaks for practice for now. He also said that Spring games on LMS are likely. Gabe spoke about a new publication for Alameda, The Buzz. The Harbor Bay Club publishes it and they have contacted Gabe about an article they are writing about sports fields in Alameda. It was suggested that we get them connected with Publicity Coordinator, Maurice Gomez.

· Select Teams Coordinator (Ben Putterman): Ben handed out a tentative schedule for 2009 Select tryouts. Tryouts for all age groups would be the weekend of 3/7 & 3/8 at various fields in Alameda. The plan is for this information to go out in mailers to all of ASC to include information on pre-tryout clinics and information on the U6/U8 Player/Coaching clinics. This information will also be posted on the ASC website. An email to the full membership was also suggested.

· President’s Report (Gabriel Siroit): Mr. Siroit told the board that he had received an email a week  earlier about a former coach, John Hardy. The email was from a law office asking where they could send a subpoena for records relating to Mr. Hardy’s coaching in ASC. Mr. Allen informed the board that the subpoena was subsequently received at the club offices. Mr. Siroit and several other members indicated that records of his coaching were not available with the current  Sportability program. It was recommended that we tell them to contact CYSA for this information since we had no access to records from that period, 1998 to 2000. Mr. Siroit also told the board about his submission of a proposal to the full JL board about combined coach training clinics. He wanted to see which other JL clubs would be interested in joining ASC in conducting clinics that would be targeted to improving the training of volunteer parent/coaches within JL.
